Buffalo, Black Elk,  and the Reunion of the Eagle and the Condor in order to 
Reinstate Spiritual Balance and Harmony to the Human Family. 

Vancouver, British Columbia (October 19, 2005) – Our world is in turmoil – terrorism, 
economic, political and social upheaval, declining health, natural disasters, and rising 
debt.  Millions of people worldwide feel an urgent need for global healing.  The 
Squamish Nation, Four Worlds International, and the Chief Dan George Memorial 
Foundation are hosting the 2nd Annual International Conference of this spiritual and 
cultural nature.
